Abstract

In this thesis I describe the life, work and personality of professor Jaroslav Michal, a prominent
professor of canon law. I deal with his childhood, studies, priesthood and mailnly padagogical
work at the Roman Catholic St. Cyril and Methodius Theological Faculty in Prague, based in
Litométice. 1 also focus on his scientific and publishing activities, especially monographs
intended for listeners of canon law lectures, journal studies in the Spirit Shepherd, and articles
in the Catholic newspapers. I mention a general overview of its publibshing aktivities and a
brief comment on individual monographs and studies. His personality is characterized by
testimonies of person, whether relatives, students or friends and based on materisls from the
