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Anotace

Prace se snazi diachronné popsat, jaké misto ma svobodna volba
v Leibnizové filosofii. Zasazuje Leibniztiv vymeér svobody do zapadni
diskuze o svobodné volbé. Ukazuje, Ze vyznamnym Leibnizovym part-
nerem ve filosofickém mysleni ohledné svobodné volby je barokni scho-
lastika. V préci se tvrdi: Leibniz se snazi oslabit jakykoli striktni deter-
minismus ¢i kauzalitu vedouci k nutnosti, aby svobodna volba méla své
redlné zasazeni v jeho systému (nebyla jen zdanliva). Ukazuje, Ze urcita
forma determinismu jesté nemusi vést ke zruseni svobodné volby. Pfes
vSechny snahy je Leibniztiv pojem svobodné volby oslaben diky jeho

filosofickému teismu.
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Summary

In my thesis I describe a place of free will in Leibniz philosophy by the
diachronic way. Leibniz sets his concept of free choice into western tra-
dition. Important partner to him is Baroque scholastics. Leibniz seeks a
place for the free choice within his system throughout his philosophical
development. My thesis suggests that Leibniz tries to allay any kind of

rigorous determinism or causality which would lead to absolute deter-



minism. I show in my work that some kind of determinism does not
have to implicate unfree choice. However, Leibniz concept of freedom
is in some ways deterministic especially in concerning of modern un-

derstanding of free will and in the light of his philosophical theism.
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
