The aim of this bachelor thesis is to summarize the important persons, places 

and artefacts of Rudolfians Prague that are connected to an astronomy during the 

reign of emperor Rudolf II. There are two ways how to look on these astronomic 

artefacts – as an objects of science and on their own artistic quality, which will be 

our primar intention.
