    Bachelor's work "Why is Arabic spoken in Christian Malta? The heritage of the Orient on 

the formation of Malta's culture first solves with in the Phoenician colonisation of the 

Mediterranean island of Malta. In addition, the information on the Christian-Jewish 

communities on the island is briefly outlined. Following the subsequent Arab government in 

the Mediterranean, the work focuses on the recatholicization of the island through the 

Inquisition.
