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Abstract 
This diploma thesis describes with fake news as one of the tools of hybrid war. Hybrid 

warfare and the use of fake news is explored in the initial phase of the conflict between 

Russia and Ukraine, which began in 2014. The conflict resulted in the Russian annexation 

of Crimea and the war in Donbas between Ukraine and Russia, which was accompanied by 

an abundance of fake news on both sides, which they also got into the Slovak media space. 

This paper examines the media framework and depiction of the conflict in Ukraine from 

Euromaidan to the annexation of Crimea in selected Slovak internet media: 
Hlavnespravy.sk, Zemavek.sk, Slobodnyvysielac.sk. The thesis on specific examples 

demonstrates the phenomenon of hybrid war and analyzes the source and target of given 

fake news and their impact and consequences on the given conflict and places it in the 

media framework. At the end of the thesis, I offer possible solutions to fight against hybrid 

threats based on the analysis of good practice of neighboring states.
