
Abstract 

The diploma thesis deals with the topic of healing in the synoptic gospels. Illness and the 

suffering associated with it is a phenomenon that everyone encounters throughout their lives. 

We can look at illness and suffering from many different angles, and many scientific disciplines 

are studying this phenomenon. In my work, attention is focused on the meaning, meaning and 

perception of the disease from a human and theological point of view. The starting point of the 

work are excerpts from the synoptic gospels, which deal with the disease and the miraculous 

healing of the diseases of the human senses. Pericopes are divided according to the types of 

sensory impairments. Biblical events give us inspiration on how to perceive different life 

situations in accordance with God's purpose. These are model situations from which we draw 

lessons and inspiration in our life story. The introduction introduces the concepts of sin, 

suffering and illness from the perspective of the Old Testament and the New Testament. The 

next treatise then provides a view of the healing of the sick as a confirmation of the divinity of 

Jesus and the authenticity of Jesus' teaching. Healing by Jesus' disciples is also mentioned here. 

The main focus of the work is the exegesis of pericopes, ending with a summary of the main 

ideas of the topic. The work concludes with a look at the importance of illness and healing for 

our spiritual life. 
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
