
Summary 

The goal of this bachelor thesis named Dual diagnosis from the standpoint of social work is to 

shed light on what role a social worker has in the process of a patient's recovery and social 

rehabilitation from dual diagnosis. In addition to that, this thesis should clarify the position of 

a social worker in a multidisciplinary team and to describe dual diagnosis as a complex problem 

from the biopsychosocial standpoint.
