Abstract

The aim of the practical bachelor's thesis God behind Bars: A Series of Journalistic Interviews
with Prison Chaplains is to provide insight into the historical development of spiritual service
in the Czech prison system, and in particular to describe its current form and the ways and
specifics of its functioning. The series of journalistic interviews documents six personal stories
in which male and female chaplains describe the reasons and motivations that led them to the
vocation of prison chaplains, and share their personal experiences with this profession that they
have gained during their practice. Through the interviews, the respondents characterize the
chaplaincy work, the principles of prison spiritual service, and offer various perspectives on the

work of spiritual professionals in Czech prisons.
