
Abstract 

Practical bachelor's thesis Behind the doors of maternity wards – collection of interviews 

about obstetric violence in Slovakia and the Czech Republic approaches obsteric violence 

from different perspectives. The theoretical part firstly briefly introduces the concept of 

obstetric violence. It deals with its definition, possible causes, and at the same time describes 

how the problem is perceived in society, specifically, why it is relatively accepted by public.
