
Abstract 

This thesis deals with the inspiration from god’s creation in computer science and mostly in 

object-oriented paradigm (OOP), which is the basis of object-oriented programming. We also 

note that OOP is not just one inspiration used in computer science from the creation, but is a 

part of wider group, where we can discover an intelligent principle encapsulated in God’s 

creation.
