Melissa Lin vychéz{ z analyzy
H.-J. Schmida zabyvajici se vétami s anglickymi SN substantivy a dle Bozdéchové ji
vhodné rozsitila a zdaftile aplikovala na ¢eStinu. V recenzi se doctete, pro¢ Bozdé-
chova tuto studii oznadila za novatorskou a nasledovanihodnou, a tfeba vas inspiruje
k precteni celého textu.

Michaela Liskov4 a Martin Semelik se podileji na ptipravé Akademického slovniku
soucasné Cestiny, ktery v oddéleni sou¢asné lexikologie a lexikografie Ustavu pro ja-
zyk Cesky vznika od roku 2012.

Hesla prindseji detailnf informace o vyslov-
nosti, variacich zapisu, gramatice a uZiti téchto nové vytvorenych lexéma.

Vitbec poprvé si také miizete v NCDS preéist prispévek v angli¢ting. Cislo uzavird
zprava Susan Kresin z konference Americké asociace uciteld slovanskych a vychodo-
evropskych jazyki, na niz byly dva panely vénovany jazyktm stfedni a vjchodni Ev-
ropy, které se nevyucuji tak ¢asto jako jiné jazyky z tohoto regionu. Mezi zastoupené
jazyky pattily bosenstina, chorvatstina, ¢ernohorstina, srbtina, ¢estina, madarstina,
polstina, rumunstina a ukrajinstina. Ceské prezentace se zamétovaly naptiklad na
alternativni zpisoby vyuky a motivaci studentd k vyuce mensich jazykd, otevrely
ale také duilezité téma medidlni gramotnosti.

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As is tradition, our first issue of the year is coming out at the beginning of summer,
when most of us are primarily thinking about our holidays. Fortunately, we can be
sure that reading these fascinating articles will only make the trip to your dream des-
tination better.

2024’s first issue of Novd cestina doma a ve svété [The New Czech at Home and
Abroad] opens with Ivana Bozd&chové's review of the book Pragmatické uZiti instru-
mentdlu v estiné: z hlediska L2 pedagogiky [Pragmatic Uses of Czech Instrumentals:
From the Perspective of L2 Pedagogy] by Taiwanese linguist and Czech scholar Me-
lissa Lin. Lin based her study on Hans-Jérg Schmid’s analysis of English sentences
with shell nouns; according to Bozdéchov4, Lin has extended his work and success-
fully applied it to Czech. Read the review to learn why Bozdéchova sees this book as
novel and important — perhaps it will also inspire you to read Lin's work.

Michaela Liskova and Martin Semelik are helping prepare the online Academic
Dictionary of Contemporary Czech, which the Czech Academy of Sciences’ Department
of Contemporary Lexicology and Lexicography has been developing since 2012. Com-
posing general academic lexicons is time-consuming, but modern technology enables
the results to be published faster and promptly react to current events. This was the
case when impressively elaborate entries related to the COVID-19 pandemic appeared
in the dictionary already in 2020. In their article for NCDS, the authors present doz-
ens of entries of words that have recently become stronger components of the Czech
language. These include words related to social networking, popular foods, as well as
technology and education. The entries provide detailed information on the pronun-
ciation, orthography, grammar and usage of these newly established lexemes.

For the first time ever, you can also read a submission to NCDS in English. Thisissue
concludes with Susan Kresin's report from the conference of the American Associa-
tion of Teachers of Slavic and East European Languages, which featured two discussion
panels on less frequently taught languages of Central and Eastern Europe: Bosnian,
Croatian, Montenegrin, Serbian, Czech, Hungarian, Polish, Romanian, and Ukrainian.
The Czech presentations focused on both alternative ways of teaching and motivating
students to learn smaller languages, as well as the important topic of media literacy.
