Given the historical role of TV media in depicting HIV/AIDS and the growing influence of media of all
kinds in shaping public opinion, the author looks at the social issue of HIV/AIDS through its portrayal in
audiovisual media. More precisely, Karolina Pruknerova questions how two British television miniseries
Intimate Contact and It's a Sin portrayed the HIV/AIDS epidemic.

The choice of those two British TV series is justified by the fact that they come from different periods and helps
to assess the differences in the portrayal of the HIV/AIDS epidemic in the 1980s (Intimate Contact), when the
HIV/AIDS epidemic was at its peak, and, in 2020s, with the most recent British miniseries /t's a Sin that depict a
renewed understanding of HIV/AIDS epidemic.

2. VECNE ZPRACOVANI (naro¢nost, tviréi pfistup, argumentace, logicka struktura, teoretické a
metodologické ukotveni, prace s prameny a literaturou, vhodnost pfiloh apod.):

The first chapter focuses on the general history of the HIV/AIDS epidemic (specifically, the social response to
the HIV/AIDS epidemic, activism, and the development of terminology on AIDS). The second chapter focuses
on the history of the HIV/AIDS epidemic’s depiction and presents works that were created to raise public
awareness. The third chapter analyzes the specific categories of “healthcare”, “Activism”, and “Public Image” in
response to the HIV/AIDS epidemic. The final chapter summarizes the theoretical propositions of the thesis and
evaluates the results of the analysis.

The structure of the thesis is not following the standard for a bachelor thesis, but the progression of the reading
shows a well elaborated thesis.
