Kratka anglicka anotace - ZIVOT JOSEFA PLOJHARA

Josef Plojhar (2. 3. 1902 - 5. 11. 1981) byl &elnim predstavitelem
Ceskoslovenské strany lidové. Po tinoru 1948, kdy se v Ceskoslovensku k faktickému
mocenskému monopolu prosadila Komunisticka strana Ceskoslovenska, se aktivné
podilel na spolupraci s rezimem. Vstoupil do Gottwaldovy vlady, kde na dvacet let
obsadil post ministra zdravotnictvi. Ztéto funkce odstoupil aZz vroce 1968 pod
celospolecenskym tlakem, pozadujicim demokratizaci reZimu, oznatovanym jako
Prazské jaro.

Pfestoze byl Josef Plojhar fimskokatolickym kn&zem (za svou kolaboraci
s komunisty ovSem suspendovanym) zasadil se jako dlouholety predseda katolicky
orientované Ceskoslovenské strany lidové o jeji loajalni podporu komunistické strang.

Prace se v€nuje i obdobi druhé sv&tové valky, které Josef Plojhar prozil
v nacistickych koncentra¢nich taborech, a obdobi po osvobozeni Ceskoslovenska od
némecké okupace.
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The Brief English Annotation - JOSEF PLOJHAR’ S LIFE

Josef Plojhar (2 March 1902 — 5 November 1981) was the prominent
representative of Czechoslovak People’s Party.

After February 1948, when the Communist party of Czechoslovakia achieved a
factual power privilege, Josef Plojhar actively co-operated with the communist regime.

He joined Gottwald’s government where he filled the post of the Minister of
Health for twenty years.

In 1968 Josef Plojhar resigned on this post under all-society pressure calling
for democratization of the existing political system. This period of the Czech history is
called ,,The Prague Spring®.

Even though Josef Plojhar was a Roman Catholic priest (he was suspended for
his collaboration with communists), he as a long-time chairman of catholically oriented
Czechoslovak People’ Party, pressed for its loyal support of the Communist party.

This thesis is concerned with the period of the Second World War witch Josef
Plojhar spent at Nazi concentration camps, and the period after the liberation of
Czechoslovakia from German occupation.
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
