The main
characteristic that unites these countries is @adily the strong position of the Prime
Minister, even though the Prime Minister in Greattdn has still stronger position than
Prime Ministers in other countries, and the otl@mmon feature is undoubtedly the influence

of historical events on the formation of politicgistem.
