
Abstract 

In 2006, the reconstruction of the canalization lane and paving at Malé náměstí of 

Hradec Králové induced a salvage excavation of such an extent that has not been surpassed so 

far. Trenches discovered evidence of the development and changes in the function of the 

explored space during the High Middle Ages. There were found several phases in the surface 

reinforcement of the main street that connects the town with the Slezské suburb. The oldest 

surface treatment of the street can be dated as far back as the 13th century. In the second half 

of the 13th century, a build-up area developed alongside the road and it ceased to exist during 

the first half of the following century, at the latest. The cleared-up area was later transformed 

into a public space. Its historical development is reflected in a series of layers of reinforced 

surfaces. The research results confirm and refine the previously stated hypothesis concerning 

the development of the eastern part of the town.
