Bakaldrska prace se zaméruje na genderoveé rozdilny pfistup, kterému jsme vystavovani jiz od
narozeni ze strany svého nejblizsiho okoli. Cilem etnografického vyzkumu, ktery bude v ramci prace
provadén v prostredi piskovisté, je zjistit, jakym zplsobem dochazi k reprodukci genderovych
stereotypll mezi détmi a jakymi zpUsoby jsou tyto déti svymi doprovody genderové formovany a do
jaké miry jsou si tohoto formovani doprovody védomy.

This thesis focuses on a different gender approach, to which we are exposed by our closest
surrounding from early on. The goal of ethnographic research, which will be conducted in a
sandbox as part of the work, is to find out in what way does the reproduction of gender
stereotypes among the children occur, in what ways are the children gender-formed by their
accompaniment and to what extent is the accompaniment aware of this formation.
