Tématem diplomové prace je fenomén lidské prace a jeji vztah k Zivotnimu prostiedi a
prirodé vramci rastoveé orientovaného kapitalismu. Prvni c¢ast prace pomoci
fenomenologické analyzy ¢innych modalit, jak je nachdzime v dile Vita Activa Hannah
Arendtové, odpovida na otdzky Co je to lidska prace? Jak se lidska prace lisi od
zhotovovani? Jaky je vztah téchto cinnych modalit k prirode a Zivotnimu prostiedi? Druha
¢ast analyzy je zaméfena na historické promény prace v obdobi novoveku, jez se prekryva
s ndstupem prumyslového kapitalismu. Posledni c¢ast pak analyzuje fenomén prace
v soudobé environmentélni sociologii — role prace v teorii béZiciho pdasu vyroby (Allan

Schnaiberg) a teorie akumulace kapitalu (J. B. Foster).
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Abstract

The aim of the thesis deals with the phenomenon of human work and its relationship to the
environment and nature in the context of growth-oriented capitalism. The first part of the
thesis includes phenomenological analysis of the two basic modalities: labor and work,
which can be found in the Hannah Arendt’s book The Human Condition. Second part of
theses descirbe the crossing of those modalities during the modern times. In this part I try
to say what main changes this both modalities went throught (crossing labor with work).
Last part of the thesis describe role of work in the modern capitalism. I use two theories:
The treadmill of production by Allan Schnaiberg and The tredmill of accumulation by J. B.

Foster.
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
